(1) Selection of new students will be determined by the combined results of academic achievement
tests and document screening. Only applicants who have passed document screening will be able
to take academic achievement tests.

IV Extended Enrollment System

The total tuition fees for Extended Enrollment is the same as for the standard program of four years.
